The National Asian Pacific Islander Prosecutors Association (NAPIPA) is proud to announce that the NAPIPA & C.C. Yin Scholarships for Justice will be awarded once again this year. A personal statement of no more than three pages, double-spaced, describing your interest in, commitment to, and any plans for a career in criminal prosecution, as well as your interest and involvement in the Asian American Pacific Islander community.  Please highlight why you want to be a prosecutor as well as instances where you have assisted the API community. 

d.  	Letters of reference and any other supporting materials are optional, but may also be considered at the Scholarship Committee’s discretion.
